•	Construction begins for Centennaire South: Construction resumes on Centennaire South in 
Southport. The 2026 development will introduce two new duplex buildings, delivering a total 
of four new residential units. Occupancy is scheduled for November 1, 2026.

•	Southport Team Tours St. Andrews Airport: Representatives from several Southport departments 
recently toured St. Andrews Airport to gain a closer look at its operations. The group explored 
maintenance equipment, visited groundside businesses, and went airside to see hangars and 
active airport operations. 

•	Southport Attends State of the District Luncheon: Southport’s management team attended the 
Portage and District Chamber of Commerce’s State of the District Luncheon, which brought 
together local leaders to discuss regional growth, development, and future opportunities.
